eGY in Russia
International Conference “50 years of International Geophysical Year and Electronic Geophysical Year” will be organized in Russia in Suzdal (219 km from Moscow) as an official event of eGY on 16-19 September 2007. Wide participation of  NIS and Eastern European countries is expected along with key organizations and leaders of eGY. Up to 100 participants are expected.


The list of Russian eGY demonstration projects is under development. It includes GIS based system “Geophysics of Russia”, e-collaboration resource on long-term and intermediate earthquake precursors, electronic resource on satellite altimetry of water basins, GIS-based worldwide database on kimberlites and carbonatites, polar electronic data resource, web-based resource on e-collaboration technology promotion to NIS countries, etc. Together with NGDC, the Russian eGY group prepares eGY demonstration products in deals with Space Physics Interactive Data Resource (SPIDR).


  Russian eGY Committee is being organized. It includes representatives of major research institutions dealing with electronic Earth sciences data acquisition, handling and studies: Geophysical Center RAS (A.Gvishiani is chair of the Russian eGY Committee), Schmidt Institute of Physics of the Earth, Shirshov Oceanology Institute, Arctic and Antarctic Institute in St. Petersburg, Russian World Data Centers.
